Requirements and Information 
 
It is vital to keep your Rescue EMD IN A BODY HARNESS-TYPE COLLAR & ON A LEASH AT 
ALL TIMES outdoors, if not in a fenced area.  EMD’s are very intelligent canines and are 
notorious for slipping out of regular collars, choke chain collars, even prong collars!  Until 
your Rescue EMD has undergone obedience training and has an established bond with its’ 
new environment/family, NEVER trust that it won’t run away to search for its previous 
owner/family. 
 
You must agree to have your EMD wear an identification tag at all times.  EMDCA Rescue will 
provide an identification tag for all rescues free of charge. 
 
You must agree to allow your EMD to live in the home, as a pet/family member. This breed must 
not be kept outdoors or left outside, unsupervised for any extended periods of time. The isolated 
EMD tends to revert to aggressive behaviors if ignored and unable to bond with its family. 
 
You must agree to maintain all necessary vaccinations recommended by your veterinarian and be 
responsible for licensing your EMD, according to all regulations in your locale. 
 
You must notify the EMDCA Rescue Coordinator of any changes of contact information, when 
information listed within this contract is no longer valid. 
 
You MUST notify the EMDCA Rescue Coordinator if you cannot keep your EMD Rescue dog for 
ANY reason.  The Rescue EMD dog may NOT be given to any other rescue organization, 
humane shelter, or individual, without the written consent of EMDCA Rescue. 
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A minimum donation of $250 upon adoption, is requested and is non-refundable.  The EMDCA 
Rescue Fund is maintained by the EMDCA Treasurer and all donations are payable to “EMDCA 
RESCUE FUND”.  The EMDCA Rescue Fund is comprised of donations by EMDCA members, 
adoption fees, and those interested in the well being of the breed. 
EMDCA reserves the right to refuse any adoption. 
 
I CERTIFY THAT I HAVE READ AND UNDERSTAND THE ABOVE, AND WILL ABIDE BY ALL 
REGULATIONS AND REQUIREMENTS SET FORTH IN THIS DOCUMENT.  IF I SHOULD 
QUALIFY AND RECEIVE AN ENTLEBUCHER MOUNTAIN DOG FROM EMDCA RESCUE, I 
HEREBY ACCEPT FULL RESPONSIBILITY FOR THIS ENTLEBUCHER SENNENHUND. 
 
I understand the EMDCA Rescue reserves the right to repossess the rescue EMD, should 
any portion of this contract be violated by the adopter(s) or if it is determined the Rescue 
EMD dog is neglected or abused in any way.
